This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Park Junior Primary School we follow an all-inclusive, progressive curriculum that ensures everyone can enjoy and appreciate music.  The curriculum aligns with the model music curriculum [March 2021] and National Curriculum requirements. 
Lessons are timetabled weekly following the Charanga Scheme of work. The scheme follows a differentiated, spiral approach to musical learning, giving pupils the opportunity to revisit existing knowledge and skills and then build upon and extend them incrementally. Learning is consolidated and augments, allowing increasing musical confidence, while gently challenging pupils.
Children are taught a range of musical knowledge and skills through singing, listening and appraising, composing and improvising and performance and refinement.  Pupils play a variety of classroom instruments to explore a range of musical styles and genres, with singing at the heart of the curriculum.  This is further supported by singing assemblies and an after school choir, led by a vocal specialist.
Our singing strand is delivered within curriculum lessons and through weekly planned and progressive singing assemblies.  
Musical Partnerships:
· Links with NMPAT, lead Hub organisation for Northampton and Rutland Music Hub. Instrumental teachers are employed through NMPAT.  In 2024-25 we will be working with our Academy Trust and NMPAT to develop music curriculum.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	We offer opportunities for pupils to make additional progress in music beyond the core curriculum.  Children are given music making opportunities:
· Year 5 – samba
· Choir– year 3 and year 4-6
· Glocks and recorder
· We have a wealth of percussion and djembe
Pupils access music technology and are able to learn through YUMU and Isle of Tune.
Pupils can make further progress outside of lesson time by taking part in music performances and concerts such as NPAT Shakespeare Project and the School Festival Concert.  
Opportunities for pupils to access NMPAT Saturday Centres are available.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Children participate in regular singing opportunities, including a weekly singing assembly led by a school music teacher through our singing strand with purposeful themes and planning.  Children extend their singing through opportunities to sing at Christmas at the Castle Theatre and seasonal concerts in Wellingborough.
Children who receive instrumental tuition are encouraged to perform and show their progress to their peers
During the school year children have the opportunity to see live musical performances.  
Children annually take part in the Wellingborough Rotary Club’s Seasonal Concert at the Castle Theatre alongside other Wellingborough schools. Our children are given the stage to perform to a large audience.
