	Wudu
	The act of washing certain body parts before prayer.
	

	Zakat
	Pillar 3 – Charity of 2.5% of wealth which Muslims should pay.
	

	Sawm
	Pillar 4 - The Arabic word for fasting.
	

	Ramadan
	The holy ninth month of the Islamic calendar, during which time Muslims refrain from eating or drinking during sunrise.  
	

	Eid-el-Fitr
	A festival which marks the end of the month long period of Ramadan.  
	

	Hajj
	Pillar 5 - A pilgrimage which takes place annually to the holy city of Mecca; Muslims try to carry out at least once in their lifetime.  
	

	Pilgrimage
	A journey made to a sacred place or a religious journey. 
	

	Ismail
	Regarded as a prophet in Islam and an ancestor of Muhammad.  He helped his father build the Kaaba.
	

	Hagar
	Wife of the prophet Abraham.  She gave birth to his first son Ismail
	

	Surah
	A verse in the Qur’an.
	

	Islamophobia
	Dislike or prejudice against Muslims or Islam.
