It was designed by Dennis Barrington who won a competition organized by the British Humanist Association in 1965. The symbol was chosen for its simplicity, for its happy appearance, happiness and humanity being central concepts to humanists, and for its H-shape, standing for Humanism.

Humanists seek to live good lives without following a religion.  Their moral values are based on human nature and life experiences. 
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Golden Rule
Humanists believe. in a ‘Golden Rule’, which is ‘Treat other people as you would like them to treat you.’ They believe you should always consider how your actions will affect other people and you should think about how you would feel in someone else’s situation.
