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An advent wreath has four candles around the outside which symbolise the light of God, coming into the world through the birth of his son, Jesus. Christians refer to Jesus as ‘the light of the world’.
The four outer candles represent hope, peace, joy and love. The central candle represents Jesus. The greenery around the ring represents hope of newness and of eternal life.
